Large number of global fisheries are overfished, therefore,

producing below their potential

The actual practice of fisheries management is not complex

The real challenge in fisheries management is not the fish, it's the people

In the Australian context, it's been dealt with through this co-management model,

underpinned by strong property rights so people know where the boundaries are

Because we're in a first-world market economy, we make sure we're optimising for

economic and environmental benefit - not necessarily seeking to extract a social
dividend.




THE THREE ‘LEVERS’

Three main levers we can pull: social, sustainability, and economic.

In my experience, you can only pull two at the same time effectively.

It's very hard to pull all three levers at once.
